Overhauling of the Swimming Pool filtration plant has been undertaken to enhance its 
operational efficiency.  

 
INSTALLATION OF  UNDER WATER LIGHT IN SWIMMING POOL. 

 
To meet the demand of a large number of swimming members, under water lights 
have been provided in the Swimming Pool. This has enabled us to increase the pool 
timings.

The billing counters have been made more efficient through installation of bar code 
scanners and faster printing machines. This has resulted in speedier billing thus 
reducing the lengths of queue.
